Underground Gas Pipelines 

Natural gas has a rotten-egg smell: The gas is naturally odorless. A 
chemical. (mercaptan) is added to the gas to smell bad. That way, you 
can detect leaks. 

- Always assume there is underground gas pipeline near by. 
- Signs of a natural gas leak include dead vegetation directly above 

the buried pipe line, distinctive natural gas odor.
